This meeting of the City Plan Commission was called to order on the above date at 6:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers, City Hall.  Mayor Bill Brandt served as Chairperson and Erica Berg, Public Works Office Assistant, recorded the minutes thereof. 
1. Approval of October 5, 2010 Minutes
Warner moved, Steckbauer seconded, to approve the minutes of the October 5, 2010 meeting as previously distributed. Carried 6-0, Absent 1.

2. Approval of Certified Survey Map for 449 State Highway 64
    
Charley Brinkmeier, Civil Technologist/Surveyor, advised that the proposed Certified Survey Map for 449 State Highway 64 appeared to be in order.  He does not have any problems with regard to the size of the lot or the division.  The parcel owner has been advised that this is the last division that can be made on this property according to state statute.

Upon inquiry by Alderperson Darling, Mr. Brinkmeier explained the boundaries of lot 2 of the Certified Survey Map.


Jerry Wilhelm, Inspector/Assessor, indicated that the 449 State Highway 64 address is that of Dunham’s Sports and not the new property.  An actual address has not yet been determined.

Rice moved, Warner seconded, to approve Certified Survey Map as presented.  Carried 6-0, Absent 1.

3. Approval of McDonald’s Plans
Preliminary maps were distributed showing layouts and elevations.

Upon inquiry by Alderperson Balcerzak, Mike Mead, Project Manager for McDonalds, explained that parking is designed for regular vehicles as the stalls are 9x18.  At this point, McDonalds is proposing relocation of the current restaurant.

Upon inquiry by Mr. Brinkmeier, Jeffrey Metz, owner of North Towne Center, advised that there have not been any specific designations for semi and bus parking, but there is parking available in the parking lots.  Mr. Metz does anticipate parking available in the parking lot in front of Dunham’s Sports.

Alderperson Balcerzak voiced safety concerns about busses dropping children off and having to cross the driveway entering the plaza to board the bus.

Mr. Mead explained the layout noting a dual drive-thru ordering point.  There is an additional 24 feet beyond the drive-thru lane for traffic.

Upon inquiry by Alderperson Darling, Mr. Metz advised that the entrance to the plaza has been re-designed so there are dedicated lanes for traffic with two lanes exiting and one lane for entrance.  The exit lanes are dedicated for right and left turns.  Alderperson Darling is concerned with traffic congestion.  Dale Soumis, Director of Administrative Services, advised that there will be a raised concrete divider separating the exiting and entering traffic.  Mr. Soumis further noted the “porkchop” island that will help with the congestion.

Both Mr. Soumis and Mr. Metz noted that the Department of Transportation (DOT) has agreed with the proposed plans for traffic congestion, including the “porkchop” island.

Mr. Brinkmeier advised that the DOT will be redoing the signal lights when the by-pass is complete as well which should help.  He further advised more predominate signage will be added at this new location.

Upon inquiry by Mayor Brandt, Mr. Soumis and Mr. Mead advised that sidewalk will be in place.
Mr. Mead advised that the new location will not have a playland, and it is proposed to have seating for between 115-120 people.

Mr. Brinkmeier advised that stormwater will run into catch basins behind the building and enter the storm sewer.

Balcerzak moved, Brinkmeier seconded, to approve the preliminary plans as presented. Carried 6-0, Absent 1.
