1. Approval of March 2, 2010 Minutes

2. Proposed Use for Rasmussen Property
Dale Soumis, Director of Administrative Services, distributed a map noting the current zoning for the property is I1 and  Mr. Soumis believes the property should be zoned a B2 to conform with the rest of the zoning surrounding this property.
The property is currently being reverted back to the county because of back taxes and is being foreclosed by the bank as well.

Mayor Brandt noted that he would rather see it zoned differently.  He further noted that the downtown taverns would like to lease the property for volleyball courts for summer volleyball leagues.

Mr. Soumis would need to petition to have the property rezoned and upon approval would commence the proceedings.

Upon inquiry by Dominic Warner, Mr. Soumis noted that the contamination that was previously there has been cleaned up.

After discussion, the committee agreed that Mr. Soumis should continue with formal proceedings to have the property rezoned.

3. Property Line at 113 Aurora Street
Charley Brinkmeier, Civil Technologist/Surveyor, provided the committee with a map of the alley in question.  A letter was received by Mr. Lloyd Kramer requesting that the City sell the alley that is no longer in use. 
Mr. Brinkmeier further noted that the alley could not be sold, but could be vacated.  However, with a vacation, the property would be split between bordering lot owners, which in this case would be three.  The City Attorney is reviewing this possibility.

Mayor Brandt noted that he sees no reason why a vacation of the property should not occur.

Balcerzak moved, Warner seconded, to move towards the vacation of the alley way behind 113 Aurora Street.  Carried 5-0, Absent 2.
