DECEMBER 8, 2010  
Common Council of the City of Antigo met in regular session on the above date at 6:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers, City Hall, Mayor Bill Brandt presiding.

Resolution No. 127-10 re Approving Operators Licenses

Resolution No. 128-10 re Approving Employee Assistance Program Renewal 
WHEREAS, the City of Antigo provides an employee assistance program for employees and their families which includes services such as counseling and employer referrals, and,

WHEREAS, the program provides a needed resource to recommend to employees who may be having personal issues that may have a direct relationship to performance issues, and

WHEREAS, there are also services available for education and training opportunities for supervisors at no additional cost, and

WHEREAS, Employee Resource Center, Inc. has provided these services for the past several years and they have quoted a price of $2.15 per employee, per month which is a five cent increase over last year,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE COMMON COUNCIL, City of Antigo to authorize the renewal of services with Employee Resource Center, Inc. for the 
City’s employee assistance program at a cost of $2.15 per employee, per month with the funds to be derived from the Health Insurance Fund.

Resolution No. 129-10 re Approving Implementation of GASB 54 Fund Balance Requirements  
WHEREAS, the Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) has issued statement number 54 changing the way special revenue funds and fund balances have to be reported, and

WHEREAS, the current fund balance is reported as Reserved and Unreserved (Designated and Undesignated) with the new fund balance reporting requirement changing this to Reserved Fund Balance (Nonspendable, Restricted, and Committed) and Unreserved Fund Balance (Assigned and Unassigned), and

WHEREAS, in order to comply with GASB54, the City is required to change the fund balance policy which has been done using recommended policies from the Government Finance Officers Association and the National Advisory Council on State and Local Budgeting Practice,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE COMMON COUNCIL, City of Antigo, to adopt the attached City of Antigo Fund Balance Policy effective for the fiscal year beginning January 1, 2011.

WHEREAS, this occurs for several reasons such as: a project is not yet done and payment is not made until it is; equipment purchases or projects are being budgeted over several budget years; or equipment is ordered but it will not be received until 2011, and

WHEREAS, each department submits requests for funds to be carried over with reasons given for the request and a budget amendment is done in 2011 provided the funds have not been spent, 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE COMMON COUNCIL, City of Antigo, to approve the attached list of 2010 funds be carried forward to 2011 in the amount of $1,528,537.00.

Resolution No. 131-10 re Approving Health Insurance Premiums for 2011  
WHEREAS, the City of Antigo’s Health Insurance is a Self-Funded Plan which means that the City sets the premiums for the upcoming year.  The premiums are based on the recommendations from the actuaries of our third-party administrator and our claims experience.  

WHEREAS, the City contracts with Wisconsin Physicians Service (WPS) as the third party administration for the plan and their fee for 2011 has not increased, and contracts for specific loss coverage at $50,000 with staff recommending to maintain the same level, and

WHEREAS, the City of Antigo’s plan will comply as required with the Affordable Care Act; however, the City’s plan will be considered a grandfathered plan according to the Act, and 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL, City of Antigo to approve the following 2011 Health Premium Rates:

Resolution No. 132-10 re Approving Dental Insurance Premiums for 2011  
WHEREAS, the City of Antigo’s Dental Insurance is a Self-Funded Plan which means that the City sets the premiums for the upcoming year.  The premiums are based on the recommendations from the actuaries of our third-party administrator and our claims experience, and

WHEREAS, the premium for the dental insurance was increased in 2010 with the dollar amount of claims requiring no increase for 2011, and

WHEREAS, Delta Dental is our third-party administrator and their fee remains at $5.05 per participant which is built into the rates,

Resolution No. 133-10 re Approving Water Utility Tax Equivalency Payment  
WHEREAS, the Water Utility is a tax exempt entity for property taxes so the Public Service Commission (PSC) allows a payment in lieu of tax which the utility pays to the city for services, and

WHEREAS, the payment is based on the value of the property as determined during the annual PSC report for the Water Utility with the 2009 report indicating the payment should be between $155,000 and $160,000, and

WHEREAS, the payment for 2010 was $160,000 with staff recommending the payment remain the same for the next three years,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE COMMON COUNCIL, City of Antigo, to approve a payment in lieu of tax from the Water Utility to the City of Antigo in the amount of $160,000 for fiscal years 2011, 2012, and 2013,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, if the PSC report determines a payment that is significantly different than this, the amount of the payment will be reviewed by the Finance, Personnel & Legislative Committee.

Resolution No. 134-10 re Approving Sewer Credit Request for 212 Fairland Street  
WHEREAS, the property owner at 212 Fairland Street has requested a credit for the sewer portion of the utility bill as an outside hose was left on and the water soaked in to the ground and did not enter the sewer system, and

WHEREAS, the water utility employees checked the home for leaks and found nothing that would have entered the sewer system, and

WHEREAS, the average usage for this residence is 5 units and the usage for the month of October was 19 units,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE COMMON COUNCIL, City of Antigo to authorize a credit of 14 units for a total of $51.80 on the utility bill for 212 Fairland Street as the water did not enter the sewer system.

Resolution No. 135-10 re Approving Timber Sale Harvest at Old Dump Site 

WHEREAS, the old dump site off of Dump Road has timber that should be harvested to manage the land and the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources will assist the City of Antigo in conducting a timber sale for this area, and

WHEREAS,
funds procured from the sale will be used for maintenance and upkeep of the old dump site, and
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL, City of Antigo, to authorize a timber sale be conducted on the land of the old dump site with the assistance of the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the revenue from the sale will be designated to the Solid Waste Fund for the maintenance and upkeep of the old dump site.

Resolution No. 136-10 re Approving Timber Sale Harvest at Elmwood Cemetery 
WHEREAS, the City has previously conducted timber sales on the property adjacent to Elmwood Cemetery to manage the forest and the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources will assist the City in conducting another timber sale for this property, and,
WHEREAS, the Park, Cemetery & Recreation Commission has recommended the revenue from the sale be returned to the Park, Recreation, & Cemetery Department to be used to sustainably manage the land adjacent to Elmwood Cemetery and also be used for various park and recreation projects, 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL, City of Antigo, to authorize a timber sale be conducted on the land adjacent to Elmwood Cemetery with the assistance of the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the revenue from the sale will be designated to the Park, Recreation & Cemetery Department for the management of land at Elmwood Cemetery and for various park and recreation projects.

Resolution No. 137-10 re Approving Human Resource Assistant Position Change from Hourly to Salaried Employee 
WHEREAS, the current position of Human Resource Assistant is a non-exempt, hourly position based on the duties assigned when the position was created, and,

WHEREAS, the responsibilities of the position have increased with the changes in employment law and the complexity of employment issues, and, 

WHEREAS, the requirements of the position have changed from routine clerical work into more specialized employment law duties including advising department managers about many human resource issues, 

WHEREAS, staff has recommended changing this position to a Human Resource Specialist position as an exempt, learned professional, position with a change in pay grade,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE COMMON COUNCIL, City of Antigo, to change the Human Resource Assistant position to an exempt position titled Human Resource Specialist with the attached job description effective January 1, 2011,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the position will be classified as a Pay Grade 8 in the compensation plan at the six-month anniversary step with the 2011 salary of $42,501.97.

Resolution No. 138-10 re Approving Most Advantageous Leachate Bid  
WHEREAS,
the level of leachate in the tank located at the Rolling Landfill is only allowed to raise to a certain height and needs to be pumped as per Wisconsin Department of Natural Resource requirements, and

WHEREAS, 
bids were requested for a price per gallon to extract leachate when the City of Antigo personnel inform them of the need to pump and deposit said leachate in a designated sanitary manhole on the north end of the City of Antigo sanitary sewer system, and

WHEREAS,
the bid from Kautza Septic Service Inc. in the amount of $0.0275 per gallon, or $110.00 for an emergency was considered to be the most advantageous to the City of Antigo,

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE COMMON COUNCIL, City of 

Antigo, to accept the bid from Kautza Septic Service Inc. for $0.0275 per gallon or 
$110.00 for an emergency, to which the funding is provided in the landfill budget to extract leachate on an as needed basis.

Resolution No. 139-10 re Approving MSA’s Contract for Sixth Avenue and Field Street Engineering 
WHEREAS,
the City of Antigo has requested assistance with engineering services to complete the design of Field Street from Fifth Avenue to Seventh Avenue and Sixth Avenue from the Springbrook to Field Street and Seventh Avenue from Milton Street to Field Street from MSA Professional Services, Inc., and 

WHEREAS,
this project was begun as a Department of Transportation (DOT) design project and work was stopped when funding was not obtained, and

WHEREAS,
the fee for the original design contract was $151,000, and

WHEREAS,
MSA Professional Services, Inc. has proposed a deduct of $61,000 to complete the original project which reflects using municipal design standards as opposed to the federal standards required to use DOT funding and the elimination of one block of reconstruction on Field Street from Seventh Avenue to Eighth Avenue, and 
WHEREAS,
the contract would also be increased $43,000 to design an additional four blocks of sewer, water and roadway construction of Sixth Avenue from Field Street to Aurora Street, and

WHEREAS,
the two changes will result in an amended fee that will be reduced a total of $18,000.  Some design work was already completed before the project was stopped and $52,850 has already been paid, and

WHEREAS,
the remaining cost to complete the contract would be $80,150.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL, City of Antigo, 
to approve accept the contract by MSA Professional Services Inc. in the amount of $80,150 funding to come from the CIP Engineering fund.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Director of Administrative Services, Dale Soumis, 


be instructed to sign the necessary documentation on behalf of the City of 


Antigo.

Resolution No. 140-10 re Approving MSA’s Contract for TIF #7 Utility Design to Service Amron 
WHEREAS,
the City of Antigo has requested assistance with engineering services to complete the design of an Interceptor Sanitary Sewer on N. Saratoga Street from Amron Avenue to Century Avenue, then on Deleglise Street from Century Avenue to Mendlik Avenue from MSA Professional Services, Inc., and 

WHEREAS,
the work will include storm sewer, asphaltic pavement and base and concrete curb and gutter reconstruction on N. Saratoga Street from Amron Avenue to Century Avenue.  Installation across open field from Century Avenue to Center Street, behind the curb on Deleglise Street form Pierce Avenue to Mendlik Avenue, and

WHEREAS,
an alternate route on Center Street to Hogan Street will also be evaluated, and
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL, City of Antigo, 
to approve accept the contract by MSA Professional Services Inc. in the amount of $64,000 funding to come from TIF #7.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Director of Administrative Services, Dale Soumis, 

be instructed to sign the necessary documentation on behalf of the City of 

Antigo.
