COMMON COUNCIL

MAY 12, 2010  

Common Council of the City of Antigo met in regular session on the above date at 6:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers, City Hall, Mayor Bill Brandt presiding.   

Roll Call – Present:  Alderpersons Kapusta, Darling, Bauknecht, Zelazoski, Dunn, Cahak, and Balcerzak.  Absent:  Kassis and Turnbull.     
(Note – after meeting it was determined Alderperson Kassis was out of the country.)

Citizen Comments 

Ernie Steger, 1012 Edison Street, addressed Council with questions regarding alternative detention basins noting he would prefer to comment after he is better informed.  Mayor Brandt explained that the Stormwater Utility Credit and Adjustment Handbook will be voted on later in the meeting but the in depth discussion took place at the committee level.   
Mike Wetterau, Wetterau Wood Products, 1600 Deleglise Street, noted he has changed his operation three times to address runoff issues in the 20 years since he moved to Antigo.  He inquired how his is charged and how it will change with the Hwy 64 bypass.   

Dale Soumis, Director of Administrative Services, noted that credits for runoff, etc. are covered in the handbook.  A copy of the handbook will be available in the Clerk-Treasurer’s office.    

Pete Pennington, 2234 Neva Road, noted he would not address Council at this time as he would wait until he can review the handbook.  

Ernie Steger noted he also would like to review the handbook before further commenting.

as part of the ordinance the City must develop a set of conditions and procedures by which non residential customers could apply for credits or adjustments for investments they have made for storm water management facilities or conditions that benefit the City, and

WHEREAS,
City staff has developed a handbook of standards and conditions by which credits and adjustments can be made in a fair and equitable manner, and

WHEREAS,
these standards have been reviewed by the various committees and tested on sample applications and found to meet the needs and requirements as set forth in the Storm Water Utility ordinance, and 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, By the Common Council, City of Antigo, does 
hereby adopt the Storm Water Utility Credit and Adjustment Handbook as approved by the Finance, Personnel & Legislative Committee and Public Works Committee, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a certified copy be placed on file in the office of the 
City Clerk.

Resolution No. 045-10 re Approval of Land Exchange and Right of First Refusal with Wittenberg Wireless, LLC 
WHEREAS,
the City of Antigo has agreed to enter into a lease purchase agreement with Wittenberg Wireless, LLC for the sale of the Antigo Broadband Utility, and

WHEREAS,
as part of the lease agreement the City has agreed to provide a ½ acre site near Antigo Water Well No. 20 for the purposes of developing a wireless communications tower as part of Wittenberg’s effort to expand the Broadband Utility, and 

WHEREAS,
the City has also agreed to provide the Right of First Refusal for the purchase of an additional two acres immediately north of Well No. 20 for future expansion and isolation of their currently proposed tower, and 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE COMMON COUNCIL, City of Antigo, 
to approve the transfer of one-half acre of property as described on the attached description in accordance with the terms and conditions of the Antigo Broadband Utility Lease Agreement, and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, to provide a Right of First Refusal for an additional two 
acres of property as described on the attached description and in accordance with the terms and conditions of the Antigo Broadband Lease Agreement.

Resolution No. 046-10 re Approval of Change in Loan Terms for Life Beyond Wheat 

WHEREAS,
in the fall of 2009 the City of Antigo made a Public Improvement Loan to Life Beyond Wheat to help them develop their new business in the City of Antigo, and

WHEREAS,
shortly after they went into production several events occurred to limit their ability to grow the new business, and 

WHEREAS,
some of these events include the National and Global Recession, a bad contract with a distributor, and a significant reduction in sales due to the recession, and

WHEREAS,
these events resulted in an inability to cash flow the business and ultimately to their having to close the doors, and

WHEREAS,
the owners have pledged there own personal assets as collateral for the loan and are still attempting to make payments, but have requested some relief to make it easier to meet their obligations, and

WHEREAS,
the Loan Review Board and Antigo Economic Development Committee have reviewed their request and their financial situation and have recommended that the interest terms of the loan be adjusted from 5.5% to 0% for the remainder of the loan, and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE COMMON COUNCIL, City of Antigo,  
amend the terms of the Public Improvement Loan for Life Beyond Wheat to reflect an interest adjustment of the loan from 5.5% to 0% for the remainder of the loan.
