COMMON COUNCIL

JUNE 9, 2010  

Common Council of the City of Antigo met in regular session on the above date at 6:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers, City Hall, Mayor Bill Brandt presiding.   

Roll Call – Present:  Alderpersons Kapusta, Darling, Kassis, Bauknecht, Zelazoski, Dunn, Cahak, Balcerzak, and Turnbull.  
Department Managers in attendance were:  Dale Soumis, Director of Administrative Services; Kaye Matucheski, Clerk-Treasurer; Jerome Wilhelm, Inspector/Assessor; Sarah Young, Parks, Recreation, and Cemetery Supervisor; Jim Pike, Communication and Technology Supervisor; Robert Piskula, Street Commissioner; Jon Petroskey, Fire Chief; and Charley Brinkmeier, Civil Technologist/Surveyor.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited followed by a moment of silent meditation.

Alderperson Kapusta moved, Alderperson Darling seconded, to approve the minutes from the May 12, 2010, meeting.  Carried.  
Citizen Comments 

Dave Maccoux, Schenck Government and Not-For-Profit Solutions, presentation of 2009 Financial Statement
Mr. Maccoux noted in the report the financial statements are presented fairly in all material respects and they would make no modifications to the financial report distributed.  He reported that government auditing standards are followed when conducting the annual audit.  This audit is public record and could be viewed if requested.
Mr. Maccoux reviewed the summary financial information and the different fund balances.  The increase in the undesignated general fund shows the City had a good budget year.  The balance is at approximately 23% of the total 2009 budget expenditures.  The net unreimbursed project costs for all four Tax Incremental Districts is at $6.4 million.
Mr. Maccoux then reviewed the City’s debt position.  The City’s legal margin for debt is at 13.2% and could be at 17.2%.  There are $8.7 million of revenue bonds.  

Mr. Maccoux noted the water utility enterprise fund is regulated by the Wisconsin Public Service Commission.  Most water utilities saw a drop in revenues in 2009.  Net income for 2009 was a loss of $90,704.  Rate of return was .3% compared to 3.3% last year.  This should be monitored in 2010 to see if the revenues increase.  

Mr. Maccoux reviewed a similar situation with the sewer utility enterprise fund with a net loss of $42,412.  This utility should also be monitored in 2010.  Dale Soumis, Director of Administrative Services, explained there were some maintenance costs in 2009 that affected this utility also.  

Mr. Maccoux reviewed the health self-insurance fund balance.  The fund is in a good strong position when compared with the operating budget.  The dental self-insurance fund is also in a good position entering 2010.  

Mr. Maccoux reviewed the comments and observations regarding fund balance reporting.  Government Accounting Standards Board Statement No. 54 is a new requirement for statements ending December 31, 2011.  

Mr. Maccoux noted the comments regarding cash receipt processing, payroll processing, accounts payable processing, and ambulance billing compliment the current internal controls but look to strengthen/enhance the controls.    
Upon inquiry by Alderperson Turnbull, Mr. Soumis explained that implementing these will take more time for processing.  

Upon inquiry by Alderperson Kassis, Mr. Maccoux explained that City’s typically carry 60-75% debt levels.  Kaye Matucheski, Clerk-Treasurer, noted that even though our debt limit is at the high end a number of the loans are lease purchase agreements so the City is not making the payments.  

There were no other individuals wishing to address Council.
