NEW BUSINESS

Resolutions

Resolution No. 094-10 re Adopting Amendment #1 to the Project Plan for Tax Increment Financing District #3 
WHEREAS,
the Wisconsin Legislature has established legislation allowing municipalities to amend Tax Increment Financing Districts in order to encourage development by allowing municipalities to recover associated project costs before overlying taxing authorities benefit from the additional values created; and

WHEREAS,
the Antigo Plan Commission has prepared an amendment to the existing Project Plan which has the purpose of encouraging the orderly growth and development of the City; and

WHEREAS,
the amendment includes the subtraction of territory from TIF District #3; and

WHEREAS,
it has been demonstrated that the amendment to the Project Plan is economically 

feasible; and

WHEREAS,
the Antigo Plan Commission has conducted a public hearing at which interested parties were afforded a reasonable opportunity to express their views on the proposed amendment to the Project Plan; and

WHEREAS,
the City of Antigo has complied with all provisions of Wisconsin Statutes 66.1105 and other relevant laws in the preparation of the amendment to the Project Plan.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT, RESOLVED, that the City of Antigo hereby adopts the Amendment 

#1 to the Project Plan for Tax Increment Financing District #3; and

BE IT FURTHER, RESOLVED, that the City of Antigo intends to implement the various 

provisions of the Project Plan based on a periodic review of said plan; and

BE IT FURTHER, RESOLVED, that the City of Antigo intends to comply with all relevant laws 

pertaining to the implementation of said plan, including the completion of required audits, the publication of annual reports, and necessary cooperation with the Department of Revenue.

Resolution No. 095-10 re Adopting Project Plan for Tax Increment Financing District #7 
WHEREAS,
the City of Antigo intends to promote commercial development for the purpose of 

stabilizing and expanding the community's economic base; and

WHEREAS,
the Wisconsin Legislature has established legislation allowing municipalities to 



create Tax Increment Financing Districts to encourage development by allowing 



municipalities to recover associated project costs before overlying taxing 



jurisdictions benefit from the additional values created; and

WHEREAS,
the Antigo Plan Commission has prepared and adopted a Project Plan which has 



the purpose of stimulating redevelopment and encouraging growth and 



development of the City; and

WHEREAS,
said Project Plan specifies the kind, number and location of all proposed public 


improvements and contains a detailed listing of estimated project costs; and

WHEREAS,
it has been demonstrated in said Project Plan that the creation and operation of a Tax Increment Financing District is economically feasible and is in conformity with the City’s comprehensive plan; and

WHEREAS,
included in the Project Plan is a description of the methods of financing all 



estimated project costs and the time when costs or monetary obligations related 



thereto may be incurred; and

WHEREAS,
the Project Plan also includes appropriate maps showing existing uses and 



conditions of real property in the District, as well as proposed improvements and 



land uses in the District; and

WHEREAS,
the Project Plan demonstrates that the creation and operation of the District will 



promote the orderly development of the City of Antigo; and

WHEREAS,
the Antigo Plan Commission has conducted a public hearing at which interested 



parties were afforded an opportunity to express their views on the proposed 



Project Plan and the creation of said District; and

WHEREAS,
the City of Antigo has complied with all provisions of Wisconsin Statutes 66.1105 and other relevant laws in the preparation of the Project Plan and the creation of the District and said plan includes an attorney's opinion stating that the plan is complete and complies with this section.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City of Antigo hereby adopts the Project Plan 



for Tax Increment Financing District #7; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City of Antigo intends to implement the various 



provisions of the Project Plan based on a periodic review of said plan; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City of Antigo intends to comply with all relevant laws 

pertaining to the implementation of said plan, including the completion of required 

audits, the publication of annual reports, and necessary cooperation with the 

Department of Revenue.

Alderperson Dunn moved, Alderperson Balcerzak seconded, to approve Resolution No. 095-10.

Resolution No. 096-10 re Creating Tax Increment Financing District #7 
WHEREAS,
the City Council of Antigo has adopted a resolution adopting the Project Plan for 

Tax Increment Financing District #7; and

WHEREAS,
the boundaries for Tax Increment Financing District #7 have been defined by the 

Antigo 
Plan Commission and a description of said boundaries is:

Starting at a point where the north right-of-way (ROW) of Century Avenue intersects with the east ROW of Saratoga Street this being the point of beginning; thence east 250 feet; thence north 180 feet; thence east 440 feet; thence northeasterly 245 feet; thence north 1,980 feet; thence west 640 feet; thence north 675 feet; thence west 440 feet; thence south 1,360 feet; thence east 70 feet; thence south 1,210 feet; thence west 300 feet; thence south 162 feet; thence west 760 feet; thence south 2,144 feet; thence southwesterly 400 feet; thence south 165 feet; thence southeasterly 364 feet; thence north 469 feet; thence east 100 feet; thence northeasterly 1,000 feet; thence south 610 feet; thence east 250 feet; thence northeasterly 290 feet; thence north 576 feet; thence east 260 feet; thence north 582 feet; thence northeasterly 90 feet; thence west 295 feet; thence north 615 feet to the point of beginning and excepting all wetlands.


and,

WHEREAS,
it has been determined that not less than fifty percent of the land area within the 


boundaries of said Tax Increment Financing District is suitable for “mixed-use 


development”  within the meaning of Wisconsin Statutes 66.1105(2)(cm); and

WHEREAS,
the boundaries of Tax Increment Financing District #7 includes only those whole 

units of property as are assessed for general property tax purposes and the 

aggregate value of equalized taxable property of said District and all other 

Districts does not exceed twelve percent of the total value of equalized taxable 

property within the City of Antigo; and
WHEREAS,
it has been determined that the desired development would not occur but for the 

use of 
tax increment financing and that improvement of said property is likely to enhance significantly the value of substantially all of the other real property in said District; and

WHEREAS,
the project plan is feasible and in conformity with the City’s comprehensive plan 

and that the project costs relate directly to promote mixed-use development within 

the District; and

WHEREAS,
newly platted residential development does not exceed 35%, by area, of the real 

property within the District as indicated in the Project Plan; and

WHEREAS,
if cost related to newly platted residential development is incurred, the 

development:

1) has a density of at least 3 units per acre, or,

2) is located in a conservation subdivision as defined in WI Statutes 66.1027(1)(a), or,

3) is located in a traditional neighborhood development as defined in WI Statutes 66.1027(1)(c); and
WHEREAS,
pursuant to WI Statutes 66.1105.(5)(b), it is estimated that not more than 35% of 

the territory of Tax Increment Financing District #7 will be retail business at the end of the maximum expenditure period; and

WHEREAS,
the Antigo Plan Commission has conducted a public hearing on the creation of 

Tax Increment Financing District #7 and on the Project Plan intended for use as a guide for development and expenditures in said Tax Increment District; and

WHEREAS,
the Antigo Plan Commission and the City Council have complied with all legal 


requirements pertaining to the preparation and adoption of a Project Plan and to 

the creation of Tax Increment Financing District #7.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Antigo City Council creates by name Tax 

Increment Financing District #7 and declares the District to be a “mixed-use 

district” with an effective date of creation as September 22, 2010, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Council intends to implement the various provisions 

of the Project Plan for Tax Increment Financing District #7 based on a periodic review of the provisions of said Project Plan; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City of Antigo intends to comply with all relevant laws 

pertaining to the operation of the District, including the completion of required 

audits, the public of annual reports and necessary cooperation with the Department of Revenue.

Alderperson Darling moved, Alderperson Zelazoski seconded, to approve Resolution No. 096-10.
