COMMON COUNCIL

SEPTEMBER 8, 2010  

Common Council of the City of Antigo met in regular session on the above date at 6:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers, City Hall, Mayor Bill Brandt presiding.   

Roll Call – Present:  Alderpersons Kapusta, Darling, Bauknecht, Zelazoski, Dunn, Cahak, and Balcerzak.  Absent:  Kassis and Turnbull. 
Mayor Brandt excused Alderperson Kassis noting he is out of town.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited followed by a moment of silent meditation.
Alderperson Darling moved, Alderperson Dunn seconded, to approve the minutes from the August 11, 2010, meeting.  Carried.  
Citizen Comments 

Nick Sanchez, Boys and Girls Club – Yearly Report and Funding Request 

Mr. Sanchez requested a formal meeting with the finance committee for a budget request with a power point presentation.  Mayor Brandt referred to the Council as a Committee of the Whole meeting scheduled for Wednesday, September 15, 2010, so all Alderpersons will be able to hear his presentation and ask questions.  Dale Soumis, Director of Administrative Services, asked Mr. Sanchez if he has information that could be included in the packets for Alderpersons to review ahead of time for the meeting next week.  Mayor Brandt requested that Mr. Sanchez bring the information in to his office for distribution.  
Holly Matucheski, Public Health Department – Presentation of Community Health Improvement Plan for 2010-2015 
Mayor Brandt noted there were a couple pieces of information distributed to Council prior to the meeting.  

Holly Matucheski noted that every five years the department is mandated to do a new plan.  This project includes a cross section of departments across the county not just the health department.  Ms. Matucheski then reviewed the 2010-2015 Community Health Improvement Plan.  Kari Lazers reviewed statistics used to determine which issues were addressed in the plan.   

Holly Matucheski explained three workgroups have been established to work on the goals and strategies to address each of the health issues.  She also suggested things we can all do to make a difference.  Ms. Matucheski noted that the walkway was a great addition, noting that numerous people are utilizing the walkway and added that it has received recognition on the state level as well.

Resolution No. 091-10 re Approving Use of CIP Funds to Pay for Turn Out Gear 
WHEREAS,
upon request of the Fire Chief, the Ambulance Service is seeking authorization to purchase a new set of turn out gear, and,

WHEREAS,
this item should be replaced after ten years, and

WHEREAS,
a grant was received to replace most of the equipment during the last few years with the exception of one set, which is eighteen years old, and

WHEREAS,
the Finance, Personnel & Legislative Committee has recommended that the Fire Department purchase a new set of turn out gear with an approximate cost of $1,985, but not to exceed $3,000 to be derived from the Ambulance Budget 2010 CIP Fund,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE COMMON COUNCIL, City of Antigo, to authorize the Fire Department to purchase a new set of turn out gear with an approximate cost of $1,985, but not to exceed $3,000 to be derived from the Ambulance Budget 2010 CIP Fund,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Clerk-Treasurer be allowed to amend the budget to reflect this purchase.

Resolution No. 092-10 re Approving Budget Transfer for Sidewalk Replacement    
WHEREAS, the sidewalk replacement program for 2009 was not completely finished in the fall of 2009 so the remaining sidewalks were completed this spring by the contractor and,

WHEREAS, the funds for this replacement were budgeted in 2009 and were not carried forward to 2010 so they reverted to the undesignated fund balance of the general fund, and

WHEREAS, the invoice in the amount of $1,198.29 was paid in 2010 so a budget transfer is needed to alleviate an overage on the sidewalk replacement account,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE COMMON COUNCIL, City of Antigo, to authorize the Clerk-Treasurer to transfer $1,198.29 from the undesignated fund balance to the sidewalk replacement account in order to pay the invoice for sidewalk replacement.

WHEREAS,
Northway Center LLC owns property located at 1016 Fifth Avenue known 



as the Opera House Apartments, and

WHEREAS,
Northway Center LLC has two outstanding loans with the Antigo Housing 



Authority which were issued under the authority of the City of Antigo, and

WHEREAS,
Northway Center LLC has agreed to sell the property to Downtown Antigo 


Apartments LLC held by Mark and Angie Schrieber, and 

WHEREAS,
as part of the transaction Downtown Antigo Apartments LLC has agreed 



to assume the responsibility for the two outstanding loans and to pay 



down $30,000 towards those loans, and
WHEREAS,
Downtown Antigo Apartments LLC is obtaining financing for the 




acquisition, and the Housing Authority loans will be subordinate to a loan 



to CoVantage Credit Union in the amount of $280,000

the Antigo Housing Authority has reviewed and approved the proposal 



subject to the approval of the Antigo City Council, and

the Antigo Finance, Personnel and Legislative Committee has reviewed

Mayor Brandt noted Council is now on tight timelines with budget work and TIF work.  

Mayor Brandt noted the September 15, 2010, Finance, Personnel, and Legislative Committee meeting will be held at 5:00 p.m. with a Council as a Committee of the Whole (COW) meeting following at 6:00 p.m. for a first look at the 2011 budget including the presentation by Mr. Sanchez of the Boys and Girls Club.  Mr. Soumis noted the COW meeting will include an update on union negotiations.   

Mayor Brandt noted there will be a Special Council meeting on September 22, 2010, at 6:00 p.m. to address the change to TIF 3 and the creation of TIF 7.  

Alderperson Bauknecht requested the disc golf plan be reviewed noting several people have contacted him on this idea.  He thought it should possibly be reconsidered.  Discussion followed on the authority of the Parks, Cemeteries, and Recreation Commission.  Mayor Brandt referred the disc golf plan to the Parks, Cemeteries, and Recreation Commission recommending that Alderperson Bauknecht have the concerned people attend the commission meeting.
