Review of Minutes from October 27, 2010 Meeting
Karpf moved, Majewski seconded, to approve the minutes of the October 27, 2010 meeting.  Carried 4-0, Absent 3.

2011 Room Tax Request Proposal (American Legion 40 & 8)
Gordon Neve started the discussion advising that the request is not from the American Legion, rather Langlade County Voiture 1204, La Societe Des 40 Hommes ET 8 Chevaux (known as 40 et 8).


Mayor Brandt asked the members from 40 et 8 if there was a breakdown associated with the requested amount of $8,000 as this was a substantial amount of money being requested.  He further advised that the group of people to be targeted from such an organization seemed to be more of a focused group.


Dale Oatman, Commander, gave an overview of the group and advised that the money requested was for advertising for the fall meeting.  He had buttons available for viewing and explained advertising to be utilized.  This request is to help better advertise the 40 et 8 state meeting, which will be this organization’s first in many years to host a veteran event at the state level.

Mr. Oatman advised that they expect to fill at least fifty hotel rooms for at least three nights with more than one person occupying a room.  Along with the hotel stays there will be shopping, eating, etc. in the city/county.


Upon inquiry by Mayor Brandt, Mr.  Bradley estimates the cost of advertising to be between $100 and $200 per ad.  He further added they need to get the word out and some people attending the event come from Louisiana.


Upon inquiry by Michael Levis, Mr. Bradley advised that Black River Falls hosted the event last year and Rhinelander hosted the event several years ago.


Don Emley advised that most of the conferences are held in the southern part of the state in Holiday Inn Express meeting rooms.  He will be traveling with his position and  would like to advertise to get people to come to Antigo as well as advertising local businesses such as water.


Judy Karpf advised that this is a well known and respected organization and the commission should support it.


Ann Majewski advised that she would like a breakdown of what the cost for advertising would be to which Deena Grabowski reiterated the rules of advertising to be outside one hundred miles of Langlade County.


Mr. Emley indicated that the group does not expect to receive the full requested amount of $8,000.


Mayor Brandt indicated that he feels the commission would fund some part of the request but needs to see a more specific list of advertising and costs.  He suggested the group gather some more specific cost estimates and bring them back to the commission.  Mayor Brandt explained to the group how to get cost estimates for advertising.


Mr. Bradley explained that this is a small organization with no matching funds.  What they receive from this commission is what will be focused on advertising this event.
