HOTEL MOTEL TAX COMMISSION MEETING

June 30, 2010
A meeting of the Hotel/Motel Tax Commission was held on the above date at 8:30 a.m. in the Administration Conference Room, City Hall.  The meeting was called to order by Mayor Brandt, Chairperson, and Jaime Brown, Administration Clerical, recorded the minutes thereof.

Review of Minutes from May 26, 2010 Meeting
Karpf moved, Jackson seconded, to approve the minutes of the May 26, 2010 meeting.  Carried 6-0, Absent 1.

2010 Room Tax Request Proposal (Langlade County Trap Club)
Ron Michels, Langlade County Trap Club, advised the commission that the Trap Club holds two shoots a year with people coming from all over the State of Wisconsin as well as some visitors from beyond the State.  During the last shoot held Memorial weekend, there were approximately 86 shooters.  The Langlade County Trap Club is requesting $1,000 to help offset the cost of promotion of the events.

Mr. Michels further advised that approximately $270 is spent on calendars that are mailed on an annual basis to approximately 2,500 people.  Another $200 is spent twice per year on direct mailings for a total of approximately $400.  In addition to this type of advertising, the Langlade County Trap Club advertises locally at approximately $65 per publication in the Antigo Daily Journal.

Upon inquiry from Mayor Brandt, Mr. Michels noted that out of 86 shooters from the last event, approximately 75% of them were from out of town, creating hotel stays for the three day shoot.
Alderperson Kassis advised that he is not against this event and suggested the commission donate $500 to help offset costs.

Ronn Krueger, On Track Racing Promotions, noted that there is one shooter in particular that he is aware of that travels from New York for the event.

Jackson moved, Karpf seconded, to approve a total of $1,000 for the Langlade County Trap Club for advertising for both events held in 2010.  Carried 6-0, Absent 1.

2010 Room Tax Request Proposal (OutLoud Ministries & Promotions LLC)

Darron McDougal, OutLoud Ministries & Promotions LLC, indicated that his company is hosting a Christian Rock concert at the Fairgrounds during the Langlade County Fair.  This event was previously held at Peace Lutheran where people came to the event from LaCrosse and Green Bay.  He is requesting $4,000 for help with advertising.
Upon inquiry from Mayor Brandt, Mr. McDougal noted he will receive profits from the event as he is charging $10 per ticket.  He noted the bands will receive approximately $5,000 compensation.

Mr. McDougal noted that the radio charges $1.00 per every ticket sold so that will cover the radio advertising expense.

Tammy Bina noted that according to Mr. McDougal’s expense sheet, the approximate advertising expense is $1,900 not $4,000 to which Mr. McDougal noted he was told to ask for more than his anticipated cost.

Mayor Brandt advised that the commission would not give Mr. McDougal $4,000 if his expenses were between $1,200 and $1,900 and would like to track the hotel stays to see if this event generated any as the event was going to be held on a Wednesday night.  He further noted that Mr. McDougal’s organization was a profit organization.

Mr. McDougal indicated that he also anticipates donating some of his profits to the local food pantry.

Ann Majewski suggested the commission does not do anything at this point and once the event is over Mr. McDougal come back and report to the commission on the event and the commission decide at that point what they are willing to do.
Steve Jackson noted that Mr. McDougal went through the correct process, created an LLC, has a worth while event planned and suggested the commission give him $2,000 provided he turns in advertising receipts.

Alderperson Kassis noted that he does not like adding profit to profit and does not suggest paying for advertising since there will be a profit.

Karpf moved, Bina seconded, to provide $1,000 to Mr. McDougal for the Rockin’ the Grandstands Christian Style event upfront  and allowing Mr. McDougal to return to the commission with an update on the event and receipts for the possibility of more help after the event occurs.  Carried 5-1, Absent 1.  Noes:  Kassis.

Ronn Krueger, Sr., On Track Racing Promotions, requests $1,908.64 from the commission for the off-road races that were held on June 4-6, 2010.  This event was a success with visitors from all over.  
Tammy Bina, Super 8, noted that there was hotel stays generated from this event.

Mike Levis, Holiday Inn, noted that he was told hotel stays were generated at Holiday Inn from this event.

Mr. Krueger noted that the total advertising expense was $4,098.16,  Mole Lake paid for $2,189.52 of the expense leaving $1,908.64 remaining, which is the amount he is requesting.

Kassis moved, Bina seconded, to approve the $1,908.64 as requested by On Track Racing Promotions.  Carried 6-0, Absent 1.
