Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 3:02 p.m. by Dale Soumis, Director of Administrative Services for the City of Antigo.  
2.
Presentation of TIF District #3 Amendment #1 Project Plan and Related 
Information

Scott Martin, MSA Professional Services, advised that TIF District #3 is in place already.  
A project plan and attached maps were previously distributed and there have been no 

changes to the plan since he last explained the project.  Mr. Martin noted the blue outline 
on Map #1 shows the current TIF and the blue shaded area shows the areas that are 
proposed to be removed.  The purpose of removing the shaded areas is that these areas 
have little to no value and are not able to be developed.


Mr. Martin further advised that City Council recommends amending the TIF.


Upon inquiry by Ms. Hoffman, Mr. Soumis advised that if the value of the property 
declines below what it comes in at there will be a loss and nothing can be done about it.

Presentation of TIF District #7 Project Plan and Related Information
Mr. Martin explained that there have been no changes in this project plan since the last meeting.  Council has approved the creation of this TIF.  He further noted the overlap with TIF #3.  He advised that if TIF #7 is created, the current values will be frozen.  The value will be set and whatever improvements are made until the time the TIF closes will be captured and utilized.  The purpose for creation of TIF #7 is development.  The “But for” clause is met in this TIF as if the TIF is not created, the City will not be able to fund the infrastructure requirements.  This will not only assist Amron with their development, but will improve the industrial park for future development.
Ms. Hoffman indicated that the school district has backed the City on this cause and the cause for any development that is good for the community.  She wants to advise that this does have an impact on the school.  The school district will be asking for a referendum.  The TIF Districts have cost approximately 10 cents per thousand for the levy.  The school wants to keep the levy under a dollar.  The school district is backing the City, but wanted everyone to understand there is a financial impact to the school.
