1. Approval of Minutes from December 21, 2009 Meeting
Turnbull moved, Cahak seconded, to approve the December 21, 2009 minutes as previously distributed.  Carried 6-0, Absent 1.

2. Signage and Trail Naming Rights to Off-Set the Cost of Sign Materials
Ms. Young, Parks, Recreation and Cemetery Supervisor, advised that she would prefer not to allow naming rights for trails, but instead have a donor plaque listing the donors or sponsors that contributed to the project similar to the Rockin’ Robin playground donor sign.

3. Purchase of a Welder with Existing Budgeted Funds
Ms. Young explained the need for a welder for fabrication of equipment, etc. The existing welder is not capable of handling the jobs and projects that are required, and there is money available in the CIP fund for this purchase.  The estimated cost is approximately $2,500.

Upon inquiry by Chairperson Kassis, Ms. Young noted that the Street Department does have a welder, but it would be more cost effective for the Parks Department to have their own.

Wendt moved, Hardin seconded, to approve the purchase of a welder with existing budgeted funds from the CIP account.  Carried 6-0, Absent 1.

4. Forestry Grant and Project Updates
Ms. Young advised that the City of Antigo has received the Forestry Grant for 2010 which has funding of $19,000.  This money shall be used for tree planting, web page update, educational information, and site plans for parks.

5.   Fertilizing and Spraying for Weeds in the Parks
Ms. Young noted that some communities are against spraying for weeds in the parks because of the use of chemicals.  Last year she received several complaints about dandelions in the parks.  Ms. Young would like to try a test this year wherein some of the parks would be sprayed completely, some of the parks sprayed at half strength, and some of the parks left untreated.  The public should also be educated during this process and input received on community thoughts and ideas.

Ms. Young advised that there have been numerous projects that have been budgeted for through the CIP that have not been completed.  There are enough funds to start completing projects now and some planning should be done to determine which projects should be budgeted for the future.
