1. Approval of Minutes from January 18, 2010 Meeting

2. Update on Eagle Scout Project
Sarah Young, Parks, Recreation and Cemetery Supervisor, advised that the Boy Scouts will be in touch with her soon about making benches for the walking/bike path.   There is enough material to cover costs, but the design may need to be changed to put in extra support.

3. Approval of Site Plan Proposal of Parks
Ms. Young advised that Aaron Williams from Schreiber/Anderson and Associates will work on this project as part of the Urban Forestry Grant for an amount of $6,500.  Another company had quoted this project for $12,000.  Mr. Williams will recommend trees and shrubs and will put together a plan with specs to use for future projects.  It will cover a bulk of the parks with a professional design for each park that will consider existing trees and take into account everything that we have already talked about.  He will look for trees that are appropriate for the area and are spaced accordingly.
Wendt moved, Turnbull seconded, to approve the contract for the site plan proposal of the parks as presented.  Carried 6-0, Absent 1.

4. Approval of Ball Diamond Contract Between City of Antigo and Antigo Unified School District
Ms. Young advised that this ball diamond contract is not a new agreement, however is something that the City Attorney has never seen.  This is something that needs to be looked over and discussed.  The City would charge the school district $1,900 for use of the baseball fields.  The City Attorney suggested a hold harmless clause.  The school district and the City have been doing this since 1990.
Turnbull moved, Cahak seconded, to approve the ball diamond contract between the City of Antigo and the Antigo Unified School District with modifications suggested by the City Attorney.  Carried 6-0, Absent 1.
