Update from Bertram Communications


Dean Hartmann, Bertram Communications, noted that they have been upgrading their 
links throughout the area and increasing bandwidth.


He further advised that they upgraded the White Lake area putting up three sectors 
which eliminated some of the congestion in that area.  


They are testing new equipment that will bring better bandwidth to customers.  They are 
also looking at realistically being able to double bandwidth to their customers, which will 
require Bertram to replace existing equipment.


They have also put their own media converters in with the assistance of Cirrinity and Mr. 
Pike.

Update from Cirrinity (Wittenberg Telephone)


Mark Dodge, Cirrinity, advised that recently they upgraded the back haul in and around 
town from 100 megabytes to 10 gigabytes and was successfully lit up a few weeks ago.  


There will be more coming with the additional bandwidth, noting the large internet pipe 
will provide a tursherary solution for access which will be completed in the next 90 days.  
This will give three different avenues to get traffic in and out of town.


Upon inquiry by Alderperson Balcerzak, Mr. Dodge advised that there currently is fiber 
into the hospital building.  Mr. Pike advised that the hospital currently has an agreement 
with Charter Communications.  


Mr. Dodge further added that they have successfully implemented monitoring circuits, 
individuals IP’s and MAC addresses so they can tell if something is going on with the 
circuits before you know something is going on with them.


Lastly, Mr. Dodge indicated that there are additional intriguing things coming to the 
market place in the near future but he is not at liberty to discuss them at this time.
