This meeting of the City Plan Commission was called to order on the above date at 6:00 p.m. in the Multi-Purpose Room, City Hall.  Mayor Brandt served as Chairperson and Jaime Brown, Administrative Clerical, recorded the minutes thereof. 
1. Approval of October 4, 2011 Minutes
Warner moved, Steckbauer seconded, to approve the minutes of the October 4, 2011 meeting as previously distributed. Carried 6-0, Absent 1.

2. Approval of Sale of Edison Club Building

Dale Soumis, Director of Administrative Services, advised that this committee is responsible to determine if any property the City would like to dispose of would serve the City any purpose.  In the case of the Edison Club building, its initial intent was to be an incubator building.  However, the general public is calling wanting to rent the facility.  Staff, as well as the Economic Development Committee, is recommending putting the building up for sale.

Mr. Soumis advised that through the sale, the City needs to recover its investment.  The building was purchased for $150,000.


Mayor Brandt indicated that additional money will be spent on the building, such as a new roof and possibly some electrical work and tile, which will need to be recovered in the sale.  


Upon inquiry by Larry Steckbauer, Mr. Soumis advised that after the previous lease purchaser defaulted, the City did not lose any money.  The building was always in the name of the City.

Mr. Soumis recommends putting the building up for sale with proposals with minimal requirements.


Mayor Brandt indicated that the reason the City would spend some more money on the building is that he is assuming the purchase of the building would end up a lease purchase, with the City being the owner until the last payment is received.  He would prefer fixing the building in case the next lease purchaser defaults and does not fix the building correctly.  Any money spent will be included in the sale price.


Mr. Soumis advised that once the sale is approved, the City would place advertisements for proposals in the newspaper.


Balcerzak moved, Rice seconded, to approve the sale of the Edison Club Building. Carried 6-0, Absent 1.

3.   Any Other Matters Authorized by Law to be Discussed

 Larry Steckbauer advised that he has heard a lot of complaints regarding the Christmas decorations.  People have complained about the different colored lights and different decorations throughout town.

Mr. Soumis advised that because of money constraints, the City has not been spending money on new decorations so there are a mix of old and new.


Mayor Brandt indicated that the price of one light can be between $300 and $1,000.  


Charley Brinkmeier indicated that some of the lights downtown are twenty plus years old.


Mayor Brandt indicated that with the priorities the City has right now, decorations may not be a priority.


Mr. Soumis recommends citizens advising Council that this is something they want.
