Request for 2012 Marketing/Advertising (requested by Chamber of Commerce)

Deena Grabowsky, Chamber of Commerce, provided an application to solicit funds in the amount of $29,802.00.  Ms. Grabowsky provided a breakdown of the requested amount as follows:

Ms. Grabowsky indicated that this year the request has increased by $2,000 because of the five county app.  This is a new thing the Chamber of Commerce wants to try.

Mayor Brandt advised that last year, this commission decided against paying for staff time at the Welcome Center.  Ms. Grabowsky’s breakdown of requested amount included a section noting what other communities pay toward staff.  Cable Chamber of Commerce receives 80% of payroll paid from room tax, Chippewa Falls Chamber of Commerce receives $7,500, Crandon Chamber of Commerce receives $18,000, Park Falls Chamber of Commerce receives $5,500, Spooner Chamber of Commerce receives $9,000 and Waupaca Chamber of Commerce receives $26,000.


Tammy Bina advised that staff is allowable within the guidelines and it is obvious that other communities pay toward the staff.


Judy Karpf noted that there is money available in the Hotel/Motel Room Tax fund.

Karpf moved, Bina seconded, to approve the full request of $29,802 for the 2012 Marketing/Advertising requested by the Chamber of Commerce.  Carried 4-0, Absent 1.
