2011 Room Tax Request Proposal (Langlade County Voiture 1204 40 et 8, 
previously held in committee)

Steve Bradley distributed a proposed budget totaling $3,005.


Mayor Brandt indicated that all aspects of the proposed budget looked like they would fit the criteria except for the water and maple syrup.  Dale Oatman, Commander, advised that the water and syrup will be handed out all over as advertisement in other areas and he feels this to be part of advertising.  Don Emley advised that he will be passing the water and syrup out in Appleton as well as distributing it to the attendees.


Mayor Brandt noted that the advertising will be done to a select group of individuals to which Mr. Oatman noted this is the first time the event will be held in Antigo and wants to be a host for future meetings.


Mr. Bradley indicated that over two hundred families went to the Historical Society to visit Santa Claus and others donated to the Deleglise Cabin and the train because of advertising that was done.  40 et 8 wants to go a step above what other organizations do, going above and beyond trying to promote this event.


Upon inquiry by Deena Grabowsky, Mr. Bradley indicated they are looking at filling sixty hotel rooms.

Judy Karpf suggested funding one-half of the $500 requested amount for water and syrup to which Mr. Bradley advised that would be a fair compromise.


Steve Jackson noted that he agrees that the water and syrup is not a good form of advertising to meet the commission’s criteria.


Upon inquiry from Mayor Brandt, Richard Lund advised that this hopefully will create some sort of profit to help fund the organization’s scholarships as well as hopefully establish an account for future advertising.


Karpf moved, Jackson seconded, to approve funding the Langlade County Voiture 1204 40 et 8 organization in the amount of $2,755.  Carried 6-0, Absent 1.
