This meeting of the City Plan Commission was called to order on the above date at 6:00 p.m. in the Multi-Purpose Room, City Hall.  Mayor Brandt served as Chairperson and Julie Zack, Safety Coordinator, recorded the minutes thereof. 
1. Approval of December 6, 2011 Minutes
Steckbauer moved, Warner seconded, to approve the minutes of the December 6, 2011 meeting as previously distributed. Carried 7-0.

2. Consider Whether a Tavern Should be Located at 701 Fifth Avenue

Mayor Brandt explained that a “Class B” license was issued to BTK Billards through Council action in September 2011.  This request should have gone to the City Plan Commission for a recommendation before going to Council.  He stated that the Economic Development Committee should have also been consulted for a recommendation.  Mayor Brandt stated he would take the blame for the error occurring and this meeting of the City Plan Commission is being held to correct the error.  He feels it is important for the Commission to look at these requests on a case by case basis because this corner is a very visual part of our downtown being at the intersection of Highway 45 and Fifth Avenue, as well as it having limited parking for patrons of the business.  
Dale Soumis, Director of Administrative Services, presented a copy of the Downtown Revitalization Plan to members and agreed with Mayor Brandt that it is important to look at these things so that we stay in line with the vision the Revitalization Committee worked hard to draft.  The city of course does not dictate what kind of businesses can move into the downtown, but when licenses are necessary, we do have a window of opportunity to give our opinion as to whether we wish a certain type of business to establish itself in the location for which the license is being applied.  In this case, a liquor license has been applied for at 701 Fifth Avenue which happens to be a prominent location for visitors traveling through our city. 
Dominic Warner questioned what type of access there is to the building, if it is just from the front or if there is still a rear entrance like it had been when the barber shop was there.   
Alderperson Balcerzak questioned the open park next to dentist office, the parking spaces there are being used.  Mayor Brandt reiterated having a pool hall as a visual of our downtown was not always good when it was open.  
Rice moved, Sharon seconded, to make a recommendation to Council that a tavern should not be in this location.
