COMMON COUNCIL

JANUARY 11, 2012 
Common Council of the City of Antigo met in regular session on the above date at 6:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers, City Hall, Mayor Bill Brandt presiding.   

Roll Call – Present:  Alderpersons Kapusta, Darling, Kassis, Bauknecht, Zelazoski, Dunn, Bugni, Balcerzak, and Turnbull. 
Department Managers in attendance were:  Dale Soumis, Director of Administrative Services; Kaye Matucheski, Clerk-Treasurer; Eric Roller, Public Safety Director/Police Chief; Jon Petroskey, Fire Chief; Sarah Repp, Parks, Recreation, and Cemetery Supervisor; Jerome Wilhelm, Inspector/Assessor; Charley Brinkmeier, Civil Technologist/Surveyor; Robert Piskula, Street Commissioner; and Jim Pike, Communication & Technology Supervisor.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited followed by a moment of silent meditation.  
Alderperson Dunn moved, Alderperson Darling seconded, to approve the minutes from the December 5 and December 14, 2011, meetings.  Carried.  
Presentation of Plaque to Dan Kamps After Retiring From 32 Years of Service. 

Mayor Brandt and Robert Piskula, Street Commissioner, presented a plaque to Dan Kamps for his 32 years of outstanding and dedicated service to the City.  Mayor Brandt noted he will be missed.  

Public Hearing 

Pursuant to notice, a public hearing was held regarding removal of hazardous trees on private property.                                         
Mayor Brandt noted there are three properties affected and they have received notices.  He inquired if there was anyone present wanting to comment.  
Upon inquiry by Sam Matucheski, Mayor Brandt explained why the trees are considered hazardous.  

Alderperson Darling commented he does not agree with the five day limit noting he felt the wording in the letter was quite harsh.  Sarah Repp, Parks, Recreation, and Cemetery Supervisor, explained the letter is written according to the City’s ordinances and that arrangements can be made with the property owners.     
Mayor Brandt explained that if people are working with us, we will certainly work with them.  

Upon inquiry by Alderperson Turnbull, Mayor Brandt explained that citizens have complained about specific trees in the community leading to investigation of the trees and this hearing. 

Dale Soumis, Director of Administrative Services, commented that because the trees are on private property, a public hearing must be held.
There being no other individuals wishing to address this matter and after complying with statutory procedures Alderperson Balcerzak moved, Alderperson Bugni seconded, to close the public hearing.  Carried.  
Citizen Comments 

Jean Nowinsky, Northern Advertising, addressed Council noting she is representing Northern Advertising and Dean Blazek.  Ms. Nowinsky’s comments were regarding the billboards that were previously approved by the City Plan Commission and Economic Development Committee to be located near Duffeks in the Industrial Park.  After the committee approvals, this item was denied at the Council level much to Northern Advertising’s disappointment.  Ms. Nowinsky talked about the positive aspects of having these billboards on the bypass advising that this area is in the industrial park.  She advised that their billboards are smaller, wood structures that are close to the ground.  Many regulations must be followed along a highway.  They feel the dollar amount being offered for this land lease is fair and is more than offered in other areas.  Ms. Nowinsky hopes Council will take her thoughts into consideration and reconsider this issue. 
Mike Bunnell, 433 Virginia Street, addressed Council regarding the ordinance being considered for sidewalk replacement.  He noted that last year sidewalk was done on both sides of his corner lot at a considerable cost.  Council is now considering an ordinance to only charge for the work completed on the address side of the street.  Since his sidewalks were only done a year ago, he feels he should get a refund for a portion of his charges from last year.    

There were no other individuals wishing to address Council.

Resolutions 

Resolution No. 001-12 re Approving Operators Licenses
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL, City of Antigo that an Operator's License be issued to: Jennifer L. Kotajarvi and Stephanie J. Pendleton pursuant to payment of fees.

Resolution No. 002-12 re Approving Payment of BP Fuel Bill Electronically 

WHEREAS,  the City requests bids for the purchase of fuel every two years and the successful bidder has been BP with additional credits given using a BP fuel card, and,

WHEREAS, when the bill is received it must be distributed between departments to approve the expenditures before the invoice is paid, and,

WHEREAS, with mailing time and the time to process the payment, there have been instances where the payment is late getting to the company so a substantial late fee is added to the charges, and,

WHEREAS, to alleviate the need to continually ask for the late fee to be waived or to avoid having to pay a late fee, staff has requested to pay this invoice electronically meaning the payment will not show up on the Council check register each month,  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE COMMON COUNCIL, City of Antigo, to authorize the Clerk-Treasurer or her designee to pay the BP fuel bill electronically each month after the department managers have approved the department charges.

Resolution No. 003-12 re Approving Amended Cost for the Completed Tenth Avenue Sidewalk 

WHEREAS, in March, 2011, Council approved Resolution #030-11 for the construction of sidewalk along a portion of Tenth Avenue with the total project cost estimated at $100,000, and,

WHEREAS, the funding for this project was to be obtained from the undesignated fund balance with half of each year’s sidewalk budget used to repay the funds, and,

WHEREAS, city employees completed the labor portion of the sidewalk construction so funds budgeted in 2011 and 2012 will be sufficient to cover the total project cost of $38,270.22 for equipment, parts, and subcontracted work,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE COMMON COUNCIL, City of Antigo, to approve the 2012 budgeted amount for the Tenth Avenue Sidewalk construction be the final amount for this 2011 project and authorize that no further funds will be budgeted for this repayment.

Resolution No. 004-12 re Approving Change to 2012 CIP Budget for Street Department 
WHEREAS, the 2012 CIP budget included $10,000 for utility equipment within the Street CIP; however, there is a need for a blacktop planer for which there is currently $25,000 in budgeted and carried forward funds, and,

WHEREAS, with the additional $10,000 from the utility equipment the planer could be purchased in 2012 so staff is recommending the transfer of these funds within the CIP account,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE COMMON COUNCIL, City of Antigo, to approve the transfer of $10,000 for utility equipment from the 2012 Street CIP funds to a blacktop planer to be purchased in 2012.

Resolution No. 005-12 re Approving Payment of Deputy Fire Chief Credit Card without Receipt 
WHEREAS, there is a policy in place for employee credit cards stating that receipts must be submitted for all purchases or the employee is charged personally for the amount and they must request approval from Council for the payment, and,

WHEREAS, in July of 2011, the previous Deputy Fire Chief could not locate a receipt for a parking fee in the amount of $11.20 and staff is requesting approval to pay this amount as it is a legitimate travel expense, 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE COMMON COUNCIL, City of Antigo, to approve the payment of the $11.20 parking fee on the previous Deputy Fire Chief’s credit card with the expense to be coded to the Fire Department Travel and Training account.

Resolution No. 006-12 re Approving Additional Carry Forward for Fire Department 
WHEREAS, carry forwards for funds budgeted in 2011 to be moved to 2012 were approved with Resolution #135-11, and,

WHEREAS, the Fire Department is requesting an additional carry forward in the amount of $5,000 for radio purchases as there is a possibility of obtaining a grant in 2012 toward this purchase so the funds will be held until the status of the grant is known, 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE COMMON COUNCIL, City of Antigo, to approve the carry forward from 2011 to 2012 of $5,000 in the Fire Department CIP account.

Resolution No. 007-12 re Approving Block Grant Loans to be Written Off 

WHEREAS, the City has a Block Grant Revolving Loan Fund (RLF) that is administered by the Antigo Housing Authority, and,

WHEREAS, in order for the loan receivables balance to reflect the true amount of collectible loans, periodically there is a request from the Antigo Housing Authority to write off the loans that have been deemed uncollectible due to circumstances such as foreclosure on a house or a property taken by tax deed by Langlade County that occur that will not allow the City to collect the outstanding balances, 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE COMMON COUNCIL, City of Antigo, to authorize the Clerk-Treasurer to write off the following Block Grant loans:

Resolution No. 008-12 re Approving 2012 Ambulance Budget Amendment 

WHEREAS, while working on the 2012 budget for the Ambulance, there were several different personnel scenarios presented, and,

WHEREAS, when the final budget was completed, the wrong wage and benefit information was included in the expenditure budget which resulted in the ambulance fund levy being less than what is needed, and,

WHEREAS, the City has capacity within the undesignated fund balance to apply additional funds for the ambulance levy while still maintaining the required levels in the fund balance to comply with City ordinances, and,

WHEREAS, there is no effect on the towns involved in the ambulance service as the contracts sent to the towns included the correct amounts, 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE COMMON COUNCIL, City of Antigo, to approve a budget amendment increasing the wages and benefits within the Ambulance fund by $63,540 and increasing the fund balance applied by the same amount with the Clerk-Treasurer publishing a notice of the amended budget.

Resolution No. 009-12 re Approving Request for Marketing of the Community Calendar  
WHEREAS,
in a collaborative effort various community organizers have pooled their resources to develop a one-stop resource calendar for community residents and visitors to Langlade County, and

WHEREAS,
the Community Activity Connection Group has requested $2,960 from the Hotel/Motel Economic Development Funds for advertising the calendar in the Antigo Daily Journal, The Shopper and WACD 106.1 FM,

WHEREAS,
the Finance, Personnel and Legislative Committee believes that this calendar will prove to be a useful tool to residents and visitors alike and recommend utilizing Hotel/Motel Economic Development Funds for assistance with advertising the calendar.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE COMMON COUNCIL, City of Antigo, to approve the request of $2,960 for advertising the Community Calendar with funding derived from Hotel/Motel Economic Development Funds.

WHEREAS,
the City of Antigo Fire Department had discussed with the Finance, Personnel and Legislative Committee to raise the ambulance base rates annually, and

with the cost of living, supplies, operational costs and fuel increasing, the Fire Department needs to increase the ambulance rates, and

WHEREAS, the Fire Department has looked at the increase with Langlade Hospital as well as surrounding departments, and

the committee has recommended that the Antigo Fire Department should raise its base rates 5.5% which are as follows:

Alderperson Bugni noted that parliamentary procedure allows items to be brought back.  Roberts Rules recognizes that we can reconsider.  It is within democratic rights to refer it back if you have a majority vote.
