This meeting of the Parks, Cemeteries, and Recreation Commission was called to order by Chairperson Kassis on the above date at 5:30 p.m. in the Multi-Purpose Room, City Hall.  Jaime Brown, Administrative Clerical, recorded the minutes thereof. 
1. Approval of Minutes from November 7, 2011 Meeting
Wendt moved, Bugni seconded, to approve the minutes from the November 7, 2011 meeting.  Carried 5-0, Absent 2.

2. Approval of Waiver of Reservation and Event Fees for City Park East and West
Julia Andres of Antigo Tater Trot, provided a letter indicating that Antigo Tater Trot is a local family event that draws people from all over the state and beyond.  Over 275 people participated last year in either the 10k run, 4 mile walk/run, or 1 mile fun run along paved streets and country roads.  Ms. Andres continued to state that CoVantage Credit Union, Volm Companies and the Antigo Optimist Club are hosting the 32nd Annual Antigo Tater Trot Run/Walk on Saturday, August 11, 2012 starting at Antigo City Park.  All proceeds received from this event will benefit the Antigo High School Cross Country and Track Teams as well as other youth organizations.  The Antigo Tater Trot Committee is requesting that the reservation and event fees for City Park East and West be waived for this event.

Upon inquiry by Alderperson Bugni, Sarah Repp, Park, Recreation and Cemetery Supervisor, acknowledged that the reservation and event fees have been waived in previous years for this event.

Bugni moved, Hardin seconded, to approve waiver of the reservation and event fees for City Park East and West for the Antigo Tater Trot 32nd Annual Run/Walk event to be held on Saturday, August 11, 2012.  Carried 5-0, Absent 2.

3. Discussion of Future Plans for Cemetery Area

Ms. Repp advised that she will follow up with Pete Solin.  He is in the process of gathering information so that this committee can make an informed decision on future plans.

4. Preparation of Cemetery Pine Area for Future Planting or Prairie Development
Ms. Repp indicated that this agenda item goes along with agenda item three.

5. Termination of Cemetery Agreement with Queen of Peace Cemetery
Ms. Repp provided a memo indicating that the St. John’s/SS. Mary and Hyacinth Parishes are unable to meet the City’s insurance requirements, and at this time she recommends notice be given to terminate the cemetery service agreement with Queen of Peace.  She indicated that her department will assist with cemetery operations until the official thirty days has passed.
Kaye Matucheski, Clerk-Treasurer, indicated that within the cemetery agreement, the Parishes will hold harmless the City of Antigo.  She has spoken to the Parishes insurance company and they stated they will absolutely not hold the City harmless and in fact, they want the City to hold the Queen of Peace Cemetery harmless against any and all liability.

Ms. Matucheski continued to add that it is not the responsibility of the City taxpayers to have to pay if a claim occurs while working at the Queen of Peace Cemetery.

Upon inquiry by Alderperson Kapusta, Ms. Matucheski indicated that there is not necessarily an additional insurance premium for this purpose, however, there is a $25,000 deductible, which City taxpayers would be responsible for if something were to happen.

Alderperson Kassis indicated that when this agreement was put together, it was not a money maker, rather it was the City assisting the Parishes.

Ms. Matucheski further indicated that if a private business or individual can complete the work at the cemetery, she believes the City should not be doing it as it takes business away from other businesses and/or individuals.


Wendt moved, Bugni seconded, to terminate the cemetery service agreement with Queen of Peace.  Carried 5-0, Absent 2.

6. Approval of Cemetery Signage
Ms. Repp advised that she is working on signage for the cemeteries so that visitors will be able to find blocks within the specific cemeteries.  She requests this agenda item be held until all information has been obtained.  This is a budgeted item.

7.   Approval of Park Facility Upgrades

Ms. Repp indicated that there are a lot of park facility upgrades that she would like to get accomplished this year.  Some of which include mop basins where feasible and cost effective, external hose bibs at City Park West and the wading pool, hand dryers a few each year, roofing at Lake Park and a rehab project at Lake Park as well.  Ms. Repp is waiting for quotes on these items and requested this agenda item be held in committee.

8.   Any Other Matters Authorized by Law to be Discussed

Upon inquiry by Alderperson Kassis, Ms. Repp advised that her department is working on the wading pool project.  They plan on utilizing the existing fence and increasing its height by adding wooden face tops and making the entry point nicer.  Her department may be able to work on this project this winter/spring.  There is a leak in the pool and it loses a few inches of water daily and she is hoping to find the leak.
Alderperson Kassis inquired about the splash pad that was discussed previously to which Ms. Repp advised that the committee could revisit this issue, but it is going to cost upwards of $300,000 to accomplish this as well as make the wading pool ADA compliant.

Ms. Repp advised that she will be requesting bids for the Little League Building as well as the Dog Park fence in the near future and the committee can then begin to work on those projects as well.

Alderperson Kassis suggested placing donation boxes at the trailheads.  He advised that he has spoken to people about this and they have stated they would donate to the trail.  These donation boxes would not be a huge cost to make.

Upon inquiry by Alderperson Kassis, Ms. Repp indicated that she has not had any complaints regarding the disc golf course and further indicated it has received a ton of use.  Alderperson Kassis recommends final approval of the course this spring as it has received one year of use with no complaints.

Ms. Repp alerted the committee that some kids broke a window at the warming house and confessed to the Police Department about it.

Ms. Repp advised that she received a request from the High School to put an ice rink in at the High School.  She informed the school that she would speak with the committee regarding this.  Ms. Repp advised that this could be accomplished, however, the City would need to eliminate one of its rinks to which the committee members did not want to do.  Ms. Repp will inform the High School of the committee’s decision.
